Victims of Crime Act (VOCA) Emergency Funding

Only a Victim Advocate/Victim Service Provider can access VOCA Emergency Funds

If you can answer yes to these questions, then you may apply for these funds on behalf of

a victim.  The victim may be potentially eligible for these funds but there is no guarantee

a request will be approved.

· Is the client a victim of a crime?

· Is the situation directly related to the crime?
· Is the situation immediate and life-threatening?

· Have three (3) other viable resources been called?
