REVISIONS TO IMPLEMENTATION PLAN

The 2004 New Mexico STOP Violence Against Women Implementation Team made revisions to the 2003 three-year plan, based on the federal funding cut to the grant and the most critical statewide needs.

The following revisions will be incorporated into the 2003 New Mexico three-year implementation plan.

1. The 2003 funded Intimate Partner Violence Death Review Team project will begin on July 1, 2004.  Since this is typically an eighteen-month project, the Implementation Team decided that continuation funding for this project should not occur until the 2005 funding cycle.

2. The rural, regional law enforcement training on domestic violence, sexual assault and stalking will include a thirty-two hour sexual assault train the trainer program for state and tribal law enforcement officers.  This program will complement the Attorney General’s domestic violence train the trainer program.  Since funding for this project cannot increase, the number of one-day regional trainings will be reduced.

3. The Court Compliance Monitor program will not be funded this year.  The previous recipient is collecting probation fees from convicted offenders and using the fees to sustain the project.  The Judicial Education Center has been encouraged to provide other magistrate courts with information on the ways to collect fees and implement such a program, at the October 2004 judicial conference for magistrate court judges.

4. Domestic violence and sexual assault training for state and tribal court judges will be provided.

5. In an attempt to reduce the rate of victims failing to appear at court proceedings, funds will be used to support a voluntary education pilot project for victims in one region of the state.

6. As a response to the 2002 STOP funded on-site assessment and technical assistance on accessibility provided to domestic violence and sexual assault service centers, State funds will be used to provide some necessary equipment and technology. 

7. Domestic violence, sexual assault and stalking materials will be translated in the five most prevalent languages in New Mexico, excluding English and Spanish.

8. Funds will be used to develop and implement a training program for Probation/Parole Officers and Compliance Monitors on managing adult domestic violence and sexual assault offenders in the community.

9. The NM Crime Victims Rights Handbook will be updated to include the new statutes related to crimes against women and translated into Spanish, resulting in the first bilingual Crime Victims Rights Handbook in New Mexico.
